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To All Pet Owners,

We have received numerous inquiries regarding the imminent arrival of
cicadas. Here are some key points to keep in mind;

e Dr. Rena Carlson, the AVMA President, advises pet owners to monitor
the amount of cicadas their dogs or cats ingest. The exoskeletons of
these insects can cause digestive issues for pets, and some cicadas may
contain pesticides and other substances.

* To prevent pets from consuming cicadas, consider opting for leash walks

as a safer alternative in the upcoming weeks. This is a great opportunity
to reinforce commands such as "leave it" or "drop it."
